CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of burning urination and inflammation of the tip of the penis.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has burning urination starting four or five weeks ago and it is progressively getting worse. The patient also has redness of the tip of the penis and there is no ulceration or active bleeding.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, short of breath, fever, chills, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, leg swelling, calf swelling, or tremors.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his family. He has no history of smoking cigarettes, alcohol use or substance abuse. He works as an installer.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and there is no suprapubic tenderness.

GENITALIA: Examination reveals inflammation of the glans, otherwise unremarkable. There is no lymph node enlargement or open wounds.

EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable. There is no pedal edema or calf tenderness and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.

I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding. The patient is going to make an appointment as soon as possible to see urologist.
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
