CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she is in good health and no more chest pain at this time. The patient has been seen by cardiologist on regular basis.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling, calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or skin rashes.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and she is on atorvastatin 40 mg tablet once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of coronary artery disease with stent and she is on clopidogrel 75 mg once a day along with aspirin 81 mg once a day.
The patient has a history of hypothyroidism and she is on levothyroxine 50 mcg tablet once a day.
The patient has neuropathy and she is on gabapentin 100 mg three times a day as needed.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Coronary angiography with stent placement.
ALLERGIES: SULFA drugs mild rashes.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother and grandmother both had high blood pressure.

PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and the patient refused vaccinations.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
