CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he sometimes has right elbow pain and the pain level is 4 or 5 and it is relieved after resting for few days. The patient at this time had pain last week and it is better now and he is back to work without any restrictions.
