Dear Dr. Horsley:
This is a telemedicine followup visit for Mrs. Bailey with stage IIIB-IV chronic kidney disease, bilaterally small kidneys, congestive heart failure and anemia of chronic disease.  Her last visit was November 19, 2024.  Her weight is down 3 pounds since her last visit.  She is eating well.  Denies any hospitalizations or procedures since her last visit.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No bowel changes, blood or melena.  She makes adequate amounts of urine without cloudiness or blood.  No edema and no unusual rashes or lesions.
Medications:   Medication list is reviewed and is unchanged from previous visit.
Physical Examination:  Her weight is 138 pounds and blood pressure 92/63.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done May 7, 2025.  Creatinine is 1.72, estimated GFR is 26 and she does fluctuate 1.5, 1.6 and 1.7.  Electrolytes are normal.  Calcium is 9.4, phosphorus 3.4, albumin is low at 3.4 and hemoglobin is 10.3 with normal white count and normal platelets.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIB-IV chronic kidney disease with fluctuating but stable creatinine levels.  We will ask her to continue to get labs every 1 to 3 months.
2. Anemia of chronic disease.  We currently have to wait until hemoglobin is less than 10 and hematocrit less than 30 before we can provide any treatment in the form of Epogen or iron, but she is currently above 10 so we will continue to monitor with monthly and routine labs.
3. Bilaterally small kidneys and the patient will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
