This is a progress report on Debra Swezer.

Debra Swezer is 64-year-old female who initially was diagnosed to have multiple myeloma in October 2021. She also has amyloidosis in the lungs. The patient subsequently was treated with chemotherapy in August 2022 she developed COVID infection. Subsequently, she had recurrent COVID infection the last one was in August 2024 when she also had possibly pneumonia.

The patient had IgG multiple myeloma when bone marrow aspiration biopsy was done in 2021 since then patient has been on different systemic chemotherapy. Currently, she is on Darzalex, Revlimid, and dexamethasone. She has done very well. She has achieved complete remission. Her hemoglobin now is 12.1, WBC is 8.3, and platelet 361. Her IgG now is 568 and beta-2 microglobulin is 1.9 both are in normal range.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 9 inches tall, weighing 240 pounds, and blood pressure 139/90.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Obese.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Multiple myeloma/amyloidosis.

2. The patient on systemic chemotherapy with Darzalex, Revlimid, and dexamethasone.

3. Hypertension not well controlled.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will continue systemic chemotherapy with Darzalex, Revlimid, and dexamethasone. We will repeat a bone marrow in a week or so if we see complete remission and MRD negativity then we may switch her to maintenance Darzalex.
