CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after open heart surgery.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient had abnormal stress test and she underwent cardiac catheterization which revealed triple-vessel disease with significant multiple occlusions and she was referred to cardiac surgery for possible bypass surgery. The patient was admitted to ICU. The patient underwent three-vessel bypass and she had poor LV function and she was on aortic balloon pump and also intubated. She was in ICU for five days and after that the patient was able to ambulate. She had few episodes of hypotension, but it improved with vasopressors. The patient now came as a followup and she has generalized weakness without any chest pain or short of breath. Occasionally she feels lightheadedness. During the hospitalization the patient also had anemia and she received infusion iron and was seen by hematologist.

The patient also had diabetes mellitus and lately her blood sugars are elevated and she is on insulin sliding scale.

The patient also complained of insomnia, but she sleeps in the daytime also and she does not have any snoring.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, cough, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or skin rashes.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for diabetes and she is on glipizide 10 mg tablet one or two times twice a day and metformin 1000 mg one tablet twice a day. The patient is also on omeprazole 40 mg once a day along with bland diet.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with her husband and son and she is also receiving home health services. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol anytime in the lifetime.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and reconciled.

ALLERGIES: None.
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OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or bruits.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or pedal edema.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory with a slow gait but without any assistance.
All the surgical wounds are healed.
I had a long discussion with the patient and her son and all their questions are answered to their satisfaction. They verbalized full understanding.
