CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today after a fall causing right hip pain and generalized muscle weakness.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her daughter-in-law stating that she still has right hip pain and the pain level is 5 or 6 upon exertion and relieved after resting. The patient had mechanical fall resulting in left hip pain. Also the patient has generalized weakness as she is mostly resting, not doing much activity. The patient is advised to start doing stretching exercises.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling, calf swelling, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and she is on amlodipine 2.5 mg tablet once a day and metoprolol 25 mg tablet once a day along with low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and she is on atorvastatin 80 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of coronary artery disease and she is on clopidogrel 75 mg once a day.

She is also on Zetia 10 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of anemia and she is on iron sulfate 325 mg one tablet daily.

The patient has a history of rheumatoid arthritis and she is no hydroxychloroquine 200 mg tablet one tablet a day.

The patient has a history of anxiety disorder and she is on quetiapine 5 mg tablet one tablet twice a day.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with her son and she walks with a walker and she never drank any alcohol. Smoking habits are none.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors. The patient had chronic deformities of the hands due to rheumatoid arthritis.
Right hip examination reveals tenderness of the hip joint and range of movement is limited due to pain, but the patient is able to bear weight and uses a walker as needed. The patient also has generalized weakness without any focal deficit.
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
