HISTORY: This is a 75-year-old gentleman here for suture removal.
The patient indicated that on May 13, he suffered a laceration of his fifth digit, right hand, had sutures and has been doing well since, he states he is here to have suture removed. The patient stated on the day of injury he received antibiotics, pain medication and a tetanus shot and he stated he has no complaints today.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 97% at room air.

Blood pressure is 129/76.

Pulse is 79.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.1.

FIFTH DIGIT, RIGHT HAND: Suture in place. No evidence of secondary infection. There is no erythema. No edema. No bleeding or discharge. No fluctuance. Neurovascularly intact.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Suture removal.
2. Status post laceration, fifth digit of the right hand.
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PROCEDURE: Procedure was explained to the patient and we talked about the complications. He states he understands and gave me verbal consent to go ahead.
With an 11 blade and a tweezer, #6 sutures were removed. There were no complications namely bleeding, discharge, wounds are well healed.
Sutures #6 removed with no complication. The patient tolerated the procedure well.
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
