REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 99% at room air.

Blood pressure is 139/80.

Pulse is 118.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 97.2.

LEFT EAR: Positive tragal tug. Erythematous external ear canal. TM is normal. No perforation. Good light reflex. No effusion present.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Soft. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.

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PLAN: The following medication was prescribed for the patient: Cortisporin 3.5/10/10,000/mL, she will take three drops in her left ear t.i.d. for 10 days. Mother was given the opportunity to ask questions and she states she has none. Child states she has no questions also.
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
