The patient is found to be more confused, is not eating, has decreased appetite about 20% of normal, ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient has anxiety, wandering at night, forgetfulness and anxiousness related to behavioral issues. The patient when she sleeps she sleeps about 10 to 12 hours a day and has a tendency to stay up. The patient at this time is using lorazepam to help with her symptoms along with Lexapro, which is only partially working at this time. She has recurrent urinary tract infection, decreased appetite, initially weight loss of 10 pounds. Her KPS is at 40%. Her MAC is _______. Her FAST is _______. She also suffers from hypertension, gastroesophageal reflux, anxiety, and behavioral issues. The patient lives with her son Jessie and Caleb, the granddaughter. She has significant muscle wasting and protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient has a high risk of fall especially since she is a lot more doubtful about her walking. She has unsteady gait. The recurrent UTI is the hallmark of end-stage dementia and she was recently treated for urinary tract infection as I stated earlier. The patient’s vital signs are: Blood pressure 130/100, pulse 98, respirations 18, and O2 sats 94% on room air. The patient is expected to do poorly and her condition has definitely changed from summer of 2024 both by my observation as well as family’s report.
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
