CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he is in good health and does exercise everyday. The patient is also on healthy diet and feeling stronger.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or snoring.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
