Mr. Qureshi is an 80-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of senile degeneration of the brain. He has become pretty much nonverbal now per caretaker. He has a KPS score of 40%. His FAST score is 60. The patient also has a history of seizure, coronary artery disease, and COPD, has had weight loss, anxiety, which is doing much better with the combination of lorazepam and Keppra. The patient is taking lorazepam 0.5 mg twice a day and Keppra 1000 mg twice a day.

He is still able to ambulate. He has bouts of bowel and bladder incontinence and requires help with some ADLs. He has now become nonverbal, his appetite is diminished, severe sundowner syndrome, increased confusion with overall debilitation. The patient is originally from Middle East, has family in town, but they are not able to take care of him any longer that is why he lives with the caretaker 24 x 7. His blood pressure today was 110/70, pulse 71, respirations 18, and O2 sat was 99%. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
