CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of fever, cough, sore throat, and nasal congestion.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he was in a party few days ago and after that he developed mild cough which progressively got worse despite over-the-counter medications and then he started having low-grade fever. The patient then complained of sore throat; however, he is able to swallow food. Also he developed nasal congestion and then the patient took over-the-counter medications without any relief.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, ear pain, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, urinary symptoms, rashes or leg swelling.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for chronic bronchitis and he is using Symbicort inhaler two puffs twice a day along with albuterol inhaler and nebulizer as needed.

The patient has a history of hypothyroidism and he is on levothyroxine 100 mcg once a day. The patient also had allergic rashes. He was using triamcinolone cream 0.1% local application on and off.

FAMILY HISTORY: Negative for COPD or tuberculosis.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his daughter and he has no pets at home. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. Prior to this the patient was very active.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals no significant posterior pharynx abnormality. Nasal congestion is present without any significant discharge.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable. The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
