HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 46-year-old female who is seen for cardiovascular evaluation. However, the patient has complaints of multiple problems, none of which appears to be cardiovascular. She thinks that someone is going to murder her. She states that she does have dyspnea, which occurs when she is hungry and when her parasympathetic system is in overdrive. She otherwise has multiple vague complaints. The patient states that her main concern is that she has an immune problem. She wants to be referred to Stanford. She reports skin condition and skin tags for which she wants to be referred to her specialist. The patient otherwise is quite vague.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: COPD.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Unknown.

MEDICATIONS: Promethazine 6.25 mg daily, dextromethorphan 12.5 mg daily, and nitrofurantoin.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: The exam was interrupted.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates an irregularly regular rhythm. She does appear to have P-waves present. This may represent a wandering pacemaker.

IMPRESSION:

1. Immune problems per the patient, otherwise not defined.

2. Skin tags.

3. Psychosis.

4. Abnormal EKG.

PLAN: Referred to Dr. Terri Dunn for skin tags. Referred to Dr. Michael Lenoir to evaluate immune deficiency.
