This is a 67-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of hypertensive heart disease and chronic kidney disease with heart failure. He has stage III-IV kidney disease, COPD, type II diabetes, peripheral vascular disease, and age-related physical debility. He is on supplemental oxygen at all times. He has pedal edema at his stump on the right side as well as at the stump on the left side related to right-sided heart failure. KPS score is at 40%. He requires help with all ADL and bowel and bladder incontinent. He belongs to New York Heart Association Class IV now. He continues to have shortness of breath despite nebulizer treatment. MAC was at 25 cm on the left side. The patient tells me that he was able to get off the oxygen from time to time in the past, but no longer able to because of his increased shortness of breath and intense increased need for oxygen and feeling like he is suffocating. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
