This 88-year-old woman is being evaluated for face-to-face for hospice care today. The patient has a history of congestive heart failure, which she is on hospice for at this time. She also has a history of dementia. She is much more withdrawn. She is not oriented to person, place, or time any longer. She is bed bound. She has protein-calorie malnutrition, stage III decubitus ulcer on her buttocks on the left and right side with no chance of healing because of her protein-calorie malnutrition. She also has a history of anxiety, decreased mentation, and sundowner syndrome. She belongs to New York Heart Association Class IV. Without her O2, oxygen saturation is around 88%. She refuses to wear her oxygen. She continues to take it off at this time. Her MAC is at 30 cm. She is eating very little. Her dementia causes her to have a FAST score of 7A. KPS score is now at 30%. The patient continues to decline as far as her heart condition and now associated with her confusion as well as hearing loss, sleep apnea, obesity, cognitive decline, physical debility, history of diabetes, diabetic neuropathy, chronic kidney disease IIIB, and hypertensive heart disease. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
