Mr. Benjamin is a 73-year-old gentleman on hospice with history of COPD. He also has a history of liver carcinoma, malignant neoplasm of prostate, essential hypertension, type II diabetes, chronic pain, lower extremity edema, moderate protein-calorie malnutrition, obesity, sleep apnea most likely, shortness of breath at all times, tachycardia, _______, pulmonary hypertension, anxiety, and sundowner syndrome. He is tachycardic. He is bowel and bladder incontinent, needs help with all ADLs. KPS is at 40%. O2 saturation is at 95% today with a pulse of 110. His MAC is at 43 cm. The patient is using nebulizer at least four times a day related to his COPD. Oxygen is at 2 liters today, but without oxygen earlier O2 saturation was reported at 88% by the nurse. The patient also states that he is feeling depressed because he knows that he does not have much longer to live. We will report this to the medical director and a possible social work intervention will be helpful. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
