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DOV: 
This is a 74-year-old woman currently on hospice with diagnosis of congestive heart failure. The patient is obtunded. O2 saturation was in mid 80s. Once again, blood pressure is 180/95 today.
The patient’s family and the caretaker state that she definitely has had behavioral changes, decreased mentation related to her dementia as well and hypoxemia. She requires 24-hour care with all ADL as I mentioned and MAC is at 23 cm. Her FAST score is at 60; since they had mentioned her dementia, FAST score was obtained. The patient has severe cognitive impairment that contributes to her congestive heart failure as well.

The patient is definitely dependent, wears diapers, has severe muscle wasting and shortness of breath. KPS is at 40%. MAC is at 22 cm. She eats very little. Her appetite is down to 20% with each meal. She is requiring oxygen, but takes it off because of change in mentation. She has significant weight loss related to her cardiac disease and cardiac cachexia. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
Overall prognosis remains poor, most likely once again has less than six months to live.
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
