The patient is seen for followup MVA. She states that she still has neck pain in the morning and at bedtime in the evening. She states she has pain extending from right lateral neck to right wrist, intermittent, 7/10 intensity of pain when present.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient appears to be in no distress. Head, Eyes, Ears, Nose and Throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Tenderness to the right lateral neck extending to the suprascapular area, also with right parathoracic tenderness noted T3-T7. Neurologic otherwise negative. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Followup MVA with neck injury and questionable compression with neuropathy.
PLAN: The patient was advised to continue over-the-counter NSAIDs. The patient had a CT on emergency room evaluation before without abnormality. She will be seen in two weeks for further evaluation and referral as necessary.
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
