This is a history and physical examination on Vrutika Kakadia.

This 25-year-old female comes for evaluation today. She does not smoke or drink. Denies any drug allergies.

SYMPTOMS: She noticed a lump in the neck on the left side for about a year and half it has not changed any.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has been healthy.

MENSTRUAL HISTORY: Last period May 21st her periods are three to four days every 28 days.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: She is 25-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet tall, weighing 125 pounds, and blood pressure 107/64.
Eyes: Unremarkable.

Neck: A shotty lymph node felt in the left neck and mid neck about 1 cm in size. No other lymph nodes felt in the neck or axilla.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSIS: Solitary lymph node enlargement left neck cause unclear.

RECOMMENDATIONS: It does not appear malignant so I have advised the patient to keep an eye on it. No further workup or treatment necessary. However if the patient is worried then it could be taken out so we will refer her to a surgeon to take it out when she decides to do so.
