HISTORY: This is a 72-year-old gentleman here with cough. The patient stated that this is his second visit for this issue. He stated he was seen on 06/04/2025, was treated with Zithromax, IM Rocephin, breathing treatment and states that he is not getting better. He stated that for the first two days after he was treated on 06/04/2025, around 06/06/2025 he was feeling just a little better, but the coughing comes back and states he can feel little rattling and the discomfort in his chest.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient states cough is productive of green sputum.
He reports chills and myalgia.

He denies increased temperature.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, in mild distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 95% at room air.

Blood pressure 137/70.

Pulse 91.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.7.
RESPIRATORY: Poor inspiratory and expiratory effort. The patient goes into a cough fit with deep inspiration. He has inspiratory and expiratory crackles/rhonchi.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to obesity.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No calf tenderness. Negative Homans sign.
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ASSESSMENT:

1. Acute cough.
2. Acute bronchitis.
3. Pneumonia.

4. Hypoxia.

PLAN: The patient and I had a lengthy discussion about his condition. We discussed his low oxygen saturation, which needs to be corrected and we cannot do that here in the urgent care. He was thus strongly encouraged to go to the emergency room for further evaluation. He states he understands and will comply. We did a COVID test in the clinic today. The COVID test was negative.
