CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of skin lesion and followup for carotid artery atherosclerosis.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed a small skin lesion on the throat and it is sometimes irritating. There is no such lesion anywhere else and there is no pain.

The patient also stated that he had abnormal carotid artery Doppler test and wants to have a followup.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any abnormality. There is no lymph node enlargement.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

SKIN: Examination reveals less than 2 mm skin lesion on the throat below the trachea. There is no erythema or tenderness.
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
