Dear Dr. Sarvepalli:
This is a telemedicine followup visit with Mrs. Fillhard with stage IIIA chronic kidney disease, hypertension and bilaterally small kidneys.  Her last visit was December 2, 2024.  She is doing well.  Her weight is up 10 pounds since her last visit and no recent hospitalizations or procedures.  No complaints at this time.
Review of Systems:  Negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the Norvasc 5 mg daily, Eliquis 2.5 mg twice a day, for diabetes she takes pioglitazone 15 mg daily, also pravastatin, Tylenol for pain, vitamin D3, omeprazole, Synthroid, calcium supplements and buspirone.
Physical Examination:  Weight 144 pounds, pulse 73 and blood pressure is 110/62.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done May 21, 2025.  Creatinine is stable at 1.12, estimated GFR is 48 and calcium is 9.4.  Electrolytes are normal.  Glucose was 144 that was a random level.  Hemoglobin is 11.5 with normal white count and normal platelets.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIA chronic kidney disease with improved creatinine levels.  We would like her to continue getting lab studies done every three months.
2. Hypertension is well controlled.

3. Bilaterally small kidneys and the patient will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
