Dear Annu:
This is a followup for Jennifer with nonfunctioning left kidney.  Last visit in December.  Underwent left-sided nephrectomy in University of Michigan.  She was released, arriving home, complaining of near syncope, transferred from the emergency room back to University.  There was left-sided pleural effusion.  She is not aware of any bleeding or pneumonia.  Symptoms resolved.  Comes accompanied with husband.  Uses CPAP machine at night.  She is back to work.
Review of Systems:  Extensive review of system done being negative.  No other complications in the hospital.  Takes no blood pressure medicines.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 270 and blood pressure 122/78.  Does not smoke.  Lungs are clear.  No respiratory distress.  No arrhythmia.  There is obesity of the abdomen.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries from May.  Creatinine 1.47, no changes from baseline as the left kidney was not functioning.  All labs reviewed.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III, nonfunctioning left kidney with history of staghorn calculi and UTI prior sepsis.  Kidney removed.  Pleural effusion and low blood pressure resolved, presently not symptomatic.  There is anemia, has not required EPO treatment.  Present diet for potassium, fluid, sodium and acid base stable.  Normal nutrition.  No phosphorus binders.  Chemistries are stable.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
