Dear Dr. Trombley:
This is a followup for Lorrie with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in December.  No hospital emergency room visit.  Severe knee osteoarthritis limiting her mobility bone on bone, to see Dr. Ware for potential knee replacement.  No antiinflammatory agents.  Still smoking, underlying COPD.  Has not required any oxygen.  No purulent material hemoptysis.
Review of Systems:  Done otherwise being negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the Coreg, Minipress, Lasix and remains on medications for migraine and bipolar disorder, on biological treatment.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 218 and blood pressure runs in the low side 96/63 by nurse.  COPD abnormalities.  No respiratory distress.  No localized rales.  No pleural effusion.  No gross arrhythmia.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No tenderness.  No edema or focal deficits.
Labs:  Recent chemistries from June, creatinine 1.7 representing a GFR of 35 stage IIIB stable overtime.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB for the most part is stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  No documented obstruction.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Electrolytes and acid base stable.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  A1c at 5.9.  Blood pressure in the low side, but not symptomatic.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
