Dear Mrs. Geitman:

This is a followup for Rose with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy, and hypertension.  Last visit in December.  Still gaining weight from 249 pounds now 257 pounds.  On magnesium replacement.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, or bleeding.  Denies infection in the urine, cloudiness, or blood.  There is some degree of lightheadedness and unsteadiness, but no falling episode.  No chest pain or palpitation.  No increase of dyspnea.  No oxygen.  No CPAP machine.  Review of system done being negative.  Blood pressure at home most of the time 120s/60s.
Medications:  Medication list review.  I want to highlight ACE inhibitors, beta-blockers, diuretics, and anticoagulation.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure by nurse 111/78.  Lungs are clear.  No gross arrhythmia.  No pericardial rub.  Obesity of the abdomen, no tenderness.  No major edema nonfocal.

Labs:  Most recent chemistries in June, creatinine 2.07 progressive overtime representing a GFR of 26 stage IV.

Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV progressive.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, or pericarditis and no indication for dialysis.  This is related to diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Prior biopsy back in 2016 shows diffuse tubular atrophy at that time there was myoglobin cast based on immunochemistry.  There is anemia that has not required EPO treatment.  Present diet potassium and acid base normal.  There has been no need for phosphorus binders.  Normal calcium.  Continue present regimen.  Update urine for protein creatinine ratio, urinalysis and eosinophils.  Prior ultrasound no obstruction or urinary retention.  A simple cyst on the left-sided.  She has hypertensive heart disease, clinically stable.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
