CC: The patient’s POA request hospice.
HPI: The patient is a 92-year-old gentleman who was standing up in his living room watching television and doing exercises. I told the patient it was nice to see him up as the previous times that I have seen him he has been in bed. I asked how he was doing he said he felt good. He likes to watch the old Westerns and as he was doing it he was doing his stretching exercises. The patient is ambulatory without assist for short distance. The patient has had no falls or other acute medical issues.
DIAGNOSES: Mild cognitive impairment, DM II, ASCVD, HTN, HLD, GERD, CKD, and cirrhosis of the liver.
MEDICATIONS: Tylenol 650 mg q.6h. routine, Norvasc 2.5 mg q.d., ASA 81 mg q.d., Lipitor 20 mg h.s., Zyrtec 10 mg q.d. p.r.n., and FeSO4 one tab q.d.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Regular NCS with thin liquid and one can Boost q.d.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Well-developed and nourished gentleman also well-groomed standing up in his living room watching television and doing some exercises.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 129/61, pulse 69, temperature 97.0, respiratory rate 18, O2 sat 97% and weight 148 pounds stable.
HEENT: He has full-thickness hair that is combed back. His eyes are bright and clear. Nares patent. He has good color to his cheeks and moist oral mucosa.
RESPIRATORY: He has a normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough and symmetric excursion.
CARDIAC: He has a regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub or gallop. PMI is nondisplaced.
ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: The patient with weight bearing. He was standing in the middle of the room watching television. He takes himself doing from toileting and gets himself dressed every morning. He had no lower extremity edema and has had no recent fall.

PSYCHIATRIC: The patient is generally in good spirits. He is somewhat low-key can give baseline information is not a demanding person.
GI: The patient has good PO intake. No difficulty chewing or swallowing. He wears adult briefs in the event of bowel incontinence, but he does toilet himself to try to prevent that. He has a foul odor about his bowels that occurs on a regular basis so it is not related to any antibiotic or other medication that he has taken as we tried adding different medications and there is no significant change. The patient is on FeSO4 that may be a contributing factor we will hold it for the next 30 days and see if there is any difference made if not will reinitiate.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Social as to hospice request by POA. The patient does not qualify so I am not making a referral as it would be inappropriate at this time.
