CC: Lab review.

HPI: The patient is a 74-year-old gentleman whose annual labs were drawn and results are reviewed with him today. It has also been about two weeks since there was a decrease in olanzapine 5 mg to h.s. as opposed to b.i.d. He appears to be doing well when asked he denied any hallucinations or delusions. He sleeps good. His energy level is about the same. He continues to go to the dining room for meals and we will participate in other activities such as bingo. The patient also was started on anabiotic 05/22 and Bactrim DS b.i.d. for 10 days that has been completed just recently for a scrotal lesion on the right side and he tells me that the drainage from the area has stopped and he believes that the antibiotic helped. At the same time, I also received notice from his daughter/POA Meshella Farrell. She has contacted a urologist and there are some things that need to be sent to their office for him to be evaluated.

DIAGNOSES: History of schizophrenia, anxiety disorder both diagnoses patient is stable, DM II, HLD, and benign essential tremor.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 05/21 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well developed and nourished male seated in room. He is pleasant and cooperative.
NEURO: Makes eye contact. He is soft-spoken. Affect congruent with situation. Stated he understood lab review. Denied any questions but he did bring up another issue when I was done with lab review.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He ambulates independently. No lower extremity edema. Moves limbs in a normal range of motion.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Creatinine ratio is 28.8 told patient he needs to drink more water and remainder of CMP is WNL. Screening TSH is 3.59 WNL. No intervention required.

2. Hyperlipidemia. The patient is on Lipitor 40 mg h.s. Fasting lipid profile returns well within desired parameters. TCHOL is 159.7, LDL 88, and HDL 41.

3. CBC all values WNL.

4. Urology referral requested. We will send the required information to Dr. Furr’s office and await to hear about appointment time.
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
