CC: Eye lesion.

HPI: An 89-year-old female who was at the front desk talking to receptionist and it was noted that she has a lesion on her right eye. The patient was stating that it was bothering her, not painful, but she was aware of it and does not know how long it has been there. The patient was admitted to facility on 05/28/25. She is still acclimating and when staff asked me to look at her eyes, she was agreeable. She denied pain, stated she could see it when she looked out and then was concerned because she gets shots for her macular degeneration and is afraid that if the lesion is treated, it would affect the injections she is receiving for MD. She was cooperative to letting me look at her eye.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Looking at both eyes, the right eye lower lid midpoint there is a raised pink area slight tenderness to pressure, no central head. Conjunctivae are clear. There is no matting or drainage of either eye.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
Sty of right eye lower lid. Explained to what this is to the patient that it has no interaction and/or affect with the intraocular injections that she receives on her right eye for macular degeneration. The patient has a community-based physician that she sees as needed. I told her that she certainly can wait until she can get in to see her regular doctor, but she wanted something now. Facility staff contacted her son/POA David Doolin and he agreed with the patient being seen by me and treated.
Right eye lower lid sty. Area is to be kept cleaned which I explained to the patient and staff will assist with that and then erythromycin ophthalmic ointment 0.5% thin ribbon to affected area t.i.d. x7 days or until resolved and warm compresses three times daily to affected area. I also spoke to facility staff about getting the warm compresses and then the patient was instructed that they would be provided her and she would have to lie back still for a while that will be taken care of. Antibiotic will come through Remedy Pharmacy and be delivered tonight. I will follow up during the week.
