CC: Behavioral issues.
HPI: The patient is an 88-year-old gentleman with severe vascular dementia. He had had behavioral issues that seem to subside for a while and hospice without speaking to me made some changes in his behavioral medications, decreasing his Depakote which led to a return to increased agitation. The patient was being more cooperative with showering. He would put up some initial resistance, but then could be managed to get a quick shower completed, but now he requires three aides to be able to get him showered. The patient is starting to pace again and the pacing he would do during mealtime rather than sitting down and eating. When he was medicated, he was sitting down eating and not pacing as much and though he still remained ambulatory just was calmer. So, review of medication indicates a need to return to previous doses of some medications.

DIAGNOSES: Severe vascular dementia, BPSD in the form of pacing, easily agitated, difficult to redirect, peripheral vascular disease, coronary artery disease, polyarthritis, BPH, incontinence of B&B, and disordered sleep pattern.

MEDICATIONS: Seroquel 100 mg at h.s. and 50 mg at 1 p.m., Extra Strength Tylenol liquid form 500 mg/15 mL so 30 mL q.a.m. and 7 p.m. routine, Ativan 0.5 mg premed for bath, Tenormin 25 mg q.d., Zyrtec 10 mg q.d., and Remeron 7.5 mg h.s.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular with staff feed assist as needed.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

HOSPICE: Traditions.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 134/79, pulse 81, temperature 98.3, respirations 16, O2 sat 94%, and weight 133 pounds.
