HPI: An 89-year-old gentleman who complained of chest pain that did not decrease given a few minutes, was sent to NRH on 05/29/2025. After evaluation, the patient returned to the facility. He was found at the hospital to have hyponatremia. His sodium was 127 and he was also treated for knee pain. The knee pain is something that the patient had not informed facility staff as an issue. The patient was treated both at the ER and here with Tylenol p.r.n. for his knee pain and it has been of benefit. The patient is coming due for a followup on his sodium, so a BMP is ordered for. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear without cough.

CARDIAC: He had a regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop. PMI nondisplaced.

NEURO: The patient made eye contact. Affect appropriate and congruent with situation. His speech was clear. He could answer questions. He was polite which he usually is. He appears to be at his baseline as far as interaction with other residents. 

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Hyponatremia. This was found on 05/29/25 at NRH where he was evaluated for chest pain and found to have hyponatremia. BMP is ordered and we will follow up with results next week and if needed replacement with NaCl tablets.
