Thank you for this referral.

This 18-year-old male comes for evaluation today. He drinks socially. He used to smoke not anymore. He did not smoke cigarettes. He is allergic to penicillin.

SYMPTOMS: The patient has had some back pain so he saw Ms. Johnson and subsequently he had some blood work in which he was found to have low WBC count and elevated ALT. Also his gamma globulin was slightly low that is the reason for the referral.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient has been very healthy. However, the patient has been having some back pain since 2019 and it has gotten worse. He had workup, which was diagnostic of kyphosis and syrinx. The patient has been undergoing physical therapy. He says he has had some numbness in the hands and feet and some tingling in the hands. The patient had been treated with tramadol and hydrocodone in past. He also was given Librax in past he also has taken omeprazole, promethazine, and recently he was prescribed gabapentin 300 mg twice daily.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is very pleasant 18-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 8 inches tall, weighing 132 pounds, and blood pressure 124/62.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.
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Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Liver spleen not palpable. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: Which was done on April 11 showed total protein 6.9, albumin 4.7, and alpha and beta globulins were within normal range except gamma which was 0.6 normal range being 0.8 to 1.7. His CMP did show slight elevation of ALT at 63. His WBC count was 3.9 normal for that lab was 4.5.

ANA was negative. DNA antibodies were negative. HIV screen was nonreactive. Creatinine kinase was 58, which is normal. Sed rate was 2 and C-reactive protein was less than 3, which is again normal. B12 level was normal. Folate was normal. TSH was normal. Hemoglobin A1c was normal and RPR was nonreactive.

DIAGNOSES: Low WBC count and slightly low globulin gamma globulin slightly elevated ALT.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will redraw CBC, CMP, and see if there is any significant abnormality however slightly low WBC may not be of much significance and a close watch might suffice. Slightly elevated ALT could be from previous week intake, which could include alcoholic drink so we will repeat it.

We will follow up in three months to recheck his immunoglobulin as well as WBC count.
