This is a followup from yesterday. Today’s visit was based on time; 30 minutes spent with the patient.
This is a 49-year-old gentleman who was seen yesterday with cellulitis of his right lower extremity, DVT ruled out x2, here in the office as well as in the Imaging Center in Kingwood.
He comes in today after his blood count came back at 20,000. The right lower extremity definitely looks better, but the groin area where he had two lymph nodes yesterday definitely shows tenderness, heat and redness and symptoms consistent with lymphangitis.
The patient is feeling better. No nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure or convulsion.
Given the findings of lymphangitis, white count of 20,000, he deserves at least 24 hours of IV antibiotics. For this reason, he was sent to Total Point Emergency Room where Dr. Piatt spoke to the physician and got their okay before the patient was actually sent there. The patient had taken a copy of his blood work as well as everything that was done for him here in the office. He is not a diabetic and his blood work did not show any evidence of diabetes.
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
