HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 34-year-old gentleman comes in with a swollen, red, inflamed, sebaceous cyst right axillary area, also feels like has inflamed lymphadenopathy in his neck on both sides and has had nausea and palpitation off and on.
He is a pipeline mechanic. He is a 34-year-old. He is divorced. He has no children. He does not smoke. He does not drink. He is an avid jujitsu participant and active person who developed a knee infection on the left side; the pictures are consistent with a staph infection. He did not do anything about it. This was on or about May 3, 2025.
It finally went away.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension and has had hypoglycemia.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Vasectomy.
MEDICATIONS: Include metoprolol 25 mg once a day; does not know whether it is succinate or tartrate and Norvasc 10 mg a day.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking, no drinking abuse in the past.
FAMILY HISTORY: Strong, strong, strongly positive for hypertension. Positive for hypoglycemia as well. No cancer.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Weight 206 pounds, temperature 97.9, O2 sat 97%, respiratory rate 16, pulse 71, blood pressure 140/70.
NECK: No JVD. I do not feel lymphadenopathy in his neck.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash except for the evidence of hidradenitis, right axilla.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Hidradenitis.

2. Clean with Hibiclens.

3. At this time, this area is not ready to be opened up.

4. We are going to treat him with Rocephin 1 g now.

5. Keflex 500 mg once p.o. q.i.d.

6. Ultrasound of the area shows hidradenitis 1.3 x 1.2 cm in diameter.

7. Minimal lymphadenopathy in the neck.

8. Echocardiogram shows mild LVH, otherwise normal.

9. No lymphadenopathy noted in or about cardiac silhouette.

10. No lymphadenopathy noted in the abdomen.

11. Slight nausea.

12. Gallbladder, spleen, liver, and kidneys are within normal limits.

13. No DVT or PVD noted in the upper extremity.

14. Continue with Keflex.

15. Rocephin 1 g now.

16. Recheck in two days.

17. His primary care doctor does blood work. He does not have diabetes. His blood work is up-to-date.

18. His thyroid and other tests were up-to-date as well.
19. Findings were discussed with Justin before leaving the office.
