This is an 86-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of senile degeneration of the brain. The patient also has a history of COPD, coronary artery disease, atrial fibrillation and history of tobacco abuse.

The patient has had numerous exacerbations of COPD related to her smoking. She is more confused. She refuses to wear oxygen. Today, her O2 sat was 86%. She is clearly short of breath and she states “I don’t need to wear my oxygen.” She is more confused. She has bouts of confusion to the point that she is only oriented to person. She has weight loss, weakness, confusion, pedal edema, shortness of breath requiring nebulizer treatment at least four to six times a day, hypoxemia, tachycardia with a heart rate of 102 today. The patient has become more and more short of breath especially with activity. She has slight edema in the lower extremity consistent with pulmonary hypertension and right-sided heart failure that can be seen in patients with COPD.

As far as her confusion, her FAST score is _______. Her KPS is at 40%. Her MAC is _______.

She also has a history of heart disease status post stent placement which she takes Plavix for on a regular basis. Her weight loss is unavoidable. Given her continuation of her illness, she most likely has less than six months to live given her current status and progression of her disease.

ADDENDUM: Ms. Jackson also complains of severe back pain and neck pain. She is having a hard time ambulating and that has been noted for some time. I am wondering if she has severe spinal stenosis causing her symptoms of pain and difficulty with ambulation. Nevertheless, I recommended tramadol to the medical director because the family do not want anything to make her groggy and/or increase her risk of fall and has not responded to acetaminophen and/or antiinflammatories. So, tramadol may be a good option if the medical director decides to go with it.
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
