Ms. Norris is a 66-year-old woman with COPD currently on hospice with endstage COPD, O2 dependency, history of tobacco abuse, shortness of breath, weakness, tiredness, overall debilitation, protein-calorie malnutrition, tachycardia, shortness of breath and decreased activity due to shortness of breath and neb treatments on regular basis plus p.r.n. because of shortness of breath and wheezing. The patient recently was hospitalized at LBJ by Dr. Mary Chen, internal medicine resident whom I spoke to, with a seizure disorder. The patient has severe protein-calorie malnutrition with reduced albumin and total protein. The patient has not been eating. Her insulin levels and CT of the abdomen were negative for insulinoma or any type of tumor. She was thought that the patient’s seizure disorder was related to hypoglycemia; blood sugar was 35 on admission and most likely related to her malnutrition and symptoms of not eating and protein-calorie malnutrition. KPS is at 40% with FAST score of _______ and MAC of _______.
The patient is now released back to the group home where she stays. Overall, prognosis remains poor. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has six months to live especially with other findings related to her seizure disorder now and hypoglycemia due to lack of eating.
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
