The patient with a history of being stung by a stingray seven days ago on fourth toe with injury x 2 and wound, has pain and inflammation, rated 8-9/10 x 1 hour now with continued swelling and tenderness. Toe probably stung with injury.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Extremities: Noted injury exit wound distal left fourth phalanx horizontal plane. Remainder of physical exam including gait, neurovascular and tendon, and skin within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness.
X-ray was declined.

IMPRESSION: Stingray, left fourth toe, with local reaction with cellulitis.
PLAN: The patient was treated with Betadine soaks. Given Augmentin and doxycycline to prevent MRSA or other serious infection. Advised to follow up in one week and as needed.
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
