Ms. Fuqua comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She states that she has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. She has a history of keratoconus having undergone a corneal transplant on the right side in 2022. She states that she was scheduled to have surgery on the left eye, but developed heart problems and was not medically cleared to have the second eye surgery. She has a history of working as a security guard, but states she had to stop in 2007 because of a “nervous breakdown”. She states that the vision has gradually been getting worse with both eyes over the past few years. She has not been able to improve her vision with the use of glasses nor contact lenses. She states she has been diagnosed with glaucoma. She has difficulties reading small print and distinguishing between small objects. She does not use eye drops.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/200 on the right and 20/400 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of –5.00 –4.00 x 010 on the right and –6.00 –6.00 x 090 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.50 measures 20/400 on each side at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 10 on the right and 8 on the left. The slit lamp examination shows a full-thickness corneal graft on the right side that is clear centrally and has stitches buried in the periphery. On the left side, the cornea is steepened inferiorly and there is an apical scar. The lenses show mild nuclear sclerosis. The fundus examination is unremarkable. The view is fair. There is no glaucoma. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Visual field testing utilizing a Humphrey test with a III4e stimulus and a kinetic program shows greater than 50 degrees of horizontal field on the right and approximately 49 degrees of horizontal field on the left.
Assessment:
1. Keratoconus with scar on left side.
2. Status post corneal transplant right side.
3. No glaucoma.
Ms. Fuqua has clinical findings that are consistent with the history of keratoconus. As well, her clinical findings can explain the measured central visual acuity with both eyes. Based upon these findings, one can understand how she would have difficulties reading small print and distinguishing between small objects. However, she should be able to avoid hazards in her environment. Her prognosis is guarded. It is likely that her vision will improve with a corneal transplant to the left eye and with the use of proper contact lenses. There is no glaucoma.
