Dear Dr. Khan:

This is a followup for Ronald chronic kidney disease with biopsy findings of extensive arteriolosclerosis and tubular atrophy.  Last visit here was October.  Weight loss.  Says to be eating well.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  No changes in urination.  No infection, cloudiness or blood.  No gross edema, chest pain, palpitation or dyspnea.
Review of System:  Done being negative.  Blood pressure at home 120/70.  Diabetes well controlled.  A1c around 6.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  On beta blockers and diabetes cholesterol management.
Physical Exam:  Today, weight 162 and blood pressure by nurse 114/78.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular no abnormalities.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries creatinine 1.8, which is baseline.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  GFR 38 stage IIIB.  Normal nutrition, calcium, and phosphorus.  Anemia 12.4.  Minor low platelets.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB.  No evidence of progression.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  Renal Doppler did show high systolic pressures on the left-sided.  Needs to be follow with an MRI angio potential angioplasty.  Blood pressure, however, is well controlled.  He has not required any EPO treatment, phosphorus binders or change diet for bicarbonate replacement.  He is willing to proceed.  Continue to follow.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
