HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: A 65-year-old gentleman, construction worker/driver, comes in with cough, congestion, but mainly shortness of breath; what is interesting is he has not been able to walk, with any kind of activity he gets very short of breath. He has had this going on for sometime. It has definitely gotten worse. One time, they told him it was his lungs, they gave him some antibiotic and steroids, but did not get any better.

Today, on the chest x-ray, he has got a huge heart. Echocardiogram shows cardiomegaly with borderline ejection fraction.

The patient has discolored sputum, definitely gets worse when he lies down; he has orthopnea, he has PND and HE IS BEING SENT TO THE EMERGENCY ROOM FOR EVALUATION.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension not treated.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Appendectomy and a stent placement in his heart some time ago.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATION: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not smoke. He does not drink alcohol.
FAMILY HISTORY: He does not know about mother and father. He knows that mother may be alive. Father is dead, but does not know if there is any coronary artery disease, stroke or cancer in the family.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 183 pounds. Temperature 98.3. Respirations 16. O2 sat 96%. Pulse 120. Blood pressure 150/96.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
SKIN: No rash.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Hypertension.
2. Noncompliance.

3. Coronary artery disease.

4. He does not take aspirin or Plavix at this time.

5. Chest x-ray shows cardiomegaly.

6. Echocardiogram borderline.

7. He deserves to go to the emergency room now.

8. He is going to go to the emergency room for further evaluation.

9. A note was given for him to be checked out.
10. His blood pressure needs to be controlled.

11. He may benefit from beta-blocker and aspirin and/or Plavix.

12. He does not like his cardiologist. He wants to find a different cardiologist.

13. Findings were discussed with him at length. He knows not to go home and he will go straight to the emergency room at this time.
