SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Leslie described that he has been doing great. No problem with the medication. He has been taking all his medication getting along with his wife. He denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. Denies any depression, anxiety, or any mood changes. His behavior is in control. He also described that he is taking Seroquel 100 mg two times a day, Seroquel 400 mg at bedtime, and Depakote 500 mg twice a day. He was alert and oriented. His mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. His wife was also sitting by the side. She also reported that most of the time, he is doing good and sometime he has issue which is normal but he described that he has his involuntary tremors not exaggerated and medication is working good. Risk, benefit, and side effects are explained. His wife reported that Seroquel 400 mg he has plenty of tablets, does not need any refill prescription therefore Seroquel 100 mg twice a day and divalproex 500 mg twice a day a 30 day supply was ordered. A followup appointment was given in 30 days. Encouraged diet and exercise.
