CLINICAL INDICATION:

Memory loss.

Dear Ken Gillen & Professional Colleagues,
Thank you for referring Mary Neeley for a neurological evaluation for cognitive decline.

Mary was seen today with copies of your medical records that were highly appreciated with their comprehensive information.

As you know, she has a number of underlying medical problems that appeared to be well treated including:
1. Osteoporosis.

2. Arthritis.

3. Hypothyroidism.

4. Hyperlipidemia.

5. Right hand trigger finger.

6. Right hip joint pain.

7. Family history of dementia.

8. Daytime hypersomnia.

9. Obstructive sleep apnea syndrome.

10. Tachycardia.

11. Hip pain.

12. Chest wall pain.
13. Chronic low back pain.

She has completed a number of procedures including colonoscopy, tubal ligation, and bladder procedure.
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Reported medications include:
1. Azithromycin.

2. Bacitracin.

3. Levothyroxine 25 mcg.

4. Calcium 1200 mg.

5. Naprosyn 440 mg.

6. Allegra.

7. Vitamin D.

8. Diclofenac topical.

9. Fish oil supplement.

I am going to obtain by request the following:

1. High resolution neuroquantitative brain MR imaging for evaluation of cerebral degeneration.

2. Diagnostic laboratory studies will be completed for dementia evaluation.
3. I will schedule her for reevaluation with the results of the dementia laboratory testing and the MR imaging study for further recommendations anticipating that with her history we will refer her for an amyloid PET-CT imaging study for Alzheimer’s evaluation.
Mary Neeley has a very strong family history of degenerative dementia and I do not think it would be surprising that we will find that she has elevated biomarkers for Alzheimer’s disease.

The amyloid PET-CT imaging study will include/exclude Alzheimer’s disease on her evaluation.

Should her test be positive, we will work on referring her directly to the Alzheimer’s Disease Infusion Program in Marysville.

I will send a followup report when she returns and we have more information.
