Dear Dr. Power:

This is a followup for Mr. Lightfoot with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, history of obstructive uropathy with prior TURP, hypertension and small kidney on the right side.  His last visit was November 4, 2024.  He denies any difficulty with his urinary stream.  He feels as if he is emptying completely.  No dribbling and he does remain on Flomax 0.4 mg daily.  No hospitalizations or procedures since his last visit November 4, 2024.  No chest pain, palpitations or dyspnea.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No bowel changes, blood or melena.  No edema or claudication symptoms.
Medications:  Besides the Flomax I want to highlight losartan 25 mg twice a day and other routine medications are unchanged.
Physical Examination:  Weight is 235 pounds that is about a 4-pound difference since his last visit in November and blood pressure is 134/78.
Labs:  Labs were done 06/11/25.  Creatinine is 1.92, which is slightly better than previous levels 1.96 and 2.02, estimated GFR is 39, calcium 9.6, sodium 137, potassium 4.5, carbon oxide 23, albumin 4.3, phosphorus 3.1 and hemoglobin is 14.4 with normal white count and normal platelets.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels.  We have asked the patient to get labs every three months.
2. History of obstructive uropathy, currently no obstructive symptoms are present.
3. Small right kidney and the patient will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
