Dear Madison:

This is a followup for Mrs. Bugh with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in December.  Comes in a wheelchair.  Contracture of the left upper extremity and weakness of lower extremities.  Comes with two daughters.  She is at Rosebush Manor.  No hospital visits.  Weight at home 122 and 125.  Denies vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea.  No blood or melena.  No changes in urination.  No oxygen or inhalers.  Recent antibiotics bronchitis.  Chronic incontinent of urine.
Review of Systems:  Negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I am going to highlight the HCTZ, losartan and Norvasc.
Physical Examination:  Wheelchair bounded.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  Bloated of the abdomen.  No tenderness.  Contracture upper and lower extremities.  Right eye lateral deviated.  Speech problems, but she is able to express herself.
Labs:  Chemistries May, creatinine 1.18 same as in February this is one of her best numbers and GFR of 45.  Electrolytes and acid base normal.  Albumin and calcium normal.  Phosphorus less than 4.8.  Mild anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  No respiratory distress or pulmonary edema.  No need for EPO treatment.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Continue losartan among other blood pressure medications.  Continue cholesterol treatment.  Other chemistries are stable.  Come back on the next six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
