Dear Mr. Flegel:

This is a followup for Mrs. Darling with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in December.  Started on Repatha without problems.  Occasionally some runny nose.  Hard of hearing, obesity and isolated nose bleeding.  Stable dyspnea.  Follows cardiology Dr. Martin Dale.  Uses a cane and a walker.  Trying to be physically active.
Review of Systems:  Negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Beta-blockers, Lasix, potassium and lisinopril.
Physical Examination:  Present weight is stable 205 and blood pressure by nurse 133/75.  Aortic systolic murmur.  Lungs are clear.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No major edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries May, creatinine 1.5 stable and anemia 12.8.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal albumin, calcium and phosphorus.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Underlying congestive failure, prior bypass and valve replacement mitral valve.  There was also ligation of the left atrial appendix.  No need for EPO treatment or phosphorus binders.  Well replaced potassium.  Tolerating diuretics ACE inhibitors.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
