Dear Dr. Vogel:
This is a followup for Janet with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in December.  Diagnosed with Parkinson’s.  Comes accompanied with family member.  Started on treatment, tolerating so far.  There have been problems of bronchitis and pneumonia.  See ENT Dr. Chonchai.  Testing shows some aspiration, to be doing swallowing therapy, voice therapy among others.  Prior smoker, discontinued more than 11 years ago.  Denies vomiting or diarrhea.  She has constipation, which is chronic.  Chronic incontinence of urine.  No infection, cloudiness, or blood.  Some memory issues.  Other review of systems is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  HCTZ and losartan.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 101 pounds.  Blood pressure by nurse 116/60.  COPD changes, distant.  No rales.  No gross arrhythmia.  No ascites or tenderness.  No major edema.  I do not see any resting tremors.
Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine 1.1, GFR 50 stage III.  Labs reviewed.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III.  Blood pressure well-controlled.  Tolerating present blood pressure medicines.  No electrolyte or acid base abnormalities.  No need for phosphorous binders.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
