Dear Dr. Stebelton:
This is a followup for Ronald with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in December.  No hospital visit.  No gastrointestinal symptoms.  Normal urination.  No edema.  Stable dyspnea.  No oxygen.  No orthopnea or PND.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  Follows cardiology Dr. Mohan.  Review of systems is negative.
Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  On Bumex, Aldactone, and bisoprolol.
Physical Examination:  Weight 160 pounds.  Blood pressure by nurse 101/56.  Lungs are clear.  Increased S1 and S2.  Prior valve replacement.  No pericardial rub.  No gross edema.  Heart device on the left upper chest.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries in June.  Creatinine 2.92 stable, GFR 21 stage IV.  Labs reviewed.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  No indication for dialysis.  Prior findings for liver cirrhosis.  Tolerating diuretics Aldactone.  No evidence of decompensation.  No evidence for ascites, peritonitis or encephalopathy.  Previously low ejection fraction.  Tricuspid valve replacement.  Pulmonary hypertension.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in the next 4 to 6 months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
