Dear Ms. Geitman:
This is a followup for Bonieta with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in December.  No hospital visit.  Some weight loss.  States to be eating well.  No vomiting.  No diarrhea.  No bleeding.  No changes in urination.  Stable dyspnea.  Uses nebulizers.  Review of systems otherwise negative.
Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  Beta-blockers, Norvasc, and number of inhalers.  Remains on treatment for Crohn’s disease with Remicade.  She changed the frequency to every three months.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure today 140/62 left-sided.  Distant clear lungs without any arrhythmia.  No pericardial, rub or gallop.  No abdominal distention, edema or focal deficit.
Labs:  Creatinine 2.0, stable over the last few years representing a GFR 24 stage IV.  Labs reviewed.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV presently stable.  No progression.  No symptoms to indicate dialysis.  Blood pressure acceptable.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Monitor upper potassium.  Not on ACE inhibitors or ARBs.  Not on potassium or Aldactone.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in the next 4 to 6 months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
