Currently, he takes metoprolol 25 mg for his blood pressure and was on baclofen, which was discontinued.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension.
MEDICATIONS: Baclofen and metoprolol 25 mg.
ALLERGIES: None.
LAST HOSPITALIZATION: Last hospitalization was a year or so ago related to his back issues.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother and father died of MI and diabetes complications.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does smoke. He does drink alcohol. He does not use any drugs. He has no children.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Issues with back pain, lower leg pain, neuropathy and radiculopathy symptoms. No nausea, vomiting, hematemesis or hematochezia. No seizures. No O2 requirement. He still smokes. I am sure he has COPD. No history of CHF. No history of myocardial infarction. No history of stroke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 150/82. Pulse 81. O2 sat 96%.
HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

4. Hypertension.

5. Blood pressure controlled.

6. MUST QUIT SMOKING discussed at length.

7. Activity and exercises per PT at the VA Hospital.
