Mr. Moten is a 73-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of brain stem stroke, COPD, bedbound, ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence and aspiration syndrome with wheezing. He has a KPS score of 40%. MAC is 29 cm. He lives with his daughter who tells me that he is now eating very little; he is afraid to eat because of choking episodes.
He also suffers from hypertension, anxiety, depression, hyperlipidemia and renal insufficiency with hyperkalemia and BPH.

Most recently, he spent a week in the hospital because of urinary tract infection that was refractory to all PO antibiotics and required IV antibiotics.

We talked about how infections are usually the cause of death and demise in this population with his daughter and she states she understands that her father has very little time to live at this time. Overall prognosis remains poor. He has bouts of confusion where he is not oriented to place, person or time, but he does know his name right now. Overall prognosis remains poor, Mr. Moten most likely has less than six months to live.

ADDENDUM: The patient is also at a high risk of skin breakdown. He has aspiration at all times; hence, the reason for taking so long to eat. He has recurrent infection as he was hospitalized as mentioned above on May 30th for urinary tract infection. His decline is primarily related to his neurological function due to his brain stem infarction. He is now sleeping 12 hours a day. His PPS is 30%. MAC is 28 cm. Has issues with anxiety from time to time, requires changing position every two hours and help is needed with all ADL as was mentioned.
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
